assigned to a flock
of 5 to 6 girls and she and her girlfriends along
with their Counselor, complete the morning
chores when the meal is finished. The morning
routine consists of a rotation between swim-
ming, crafts, nature and Bible classes. The
girls spend the afternoon playing in the pool
and enjoying activities that range from water
fights to board games. Later they prepare skits
complete with costumes and learn and perfect
songs to perform at Fridays program. The
Chapel time each evening starts off with an
entertaining skit performed by the counselors.
Worship and a lesson from God’s word stir the
girls to seek and know God more.

Each evening a Special activity follows Chapel.

These activities include game night, an evening
at the campfire, water show and the silliest
night of all, Skit Night! Devotions led by the
counselors close each day, followed by the
serenading staffers after lights go out.

There is NO certified lifeguard on duty. However,
there are counselors or staff accompanying the girls
in the pool at all times.
